5) New Iraq...Oppressed Women Amnesty International has sounded the alarm over the increasing violence toward women in Iraq, saying abductions, rapes and honor killings are on the rise. In Basra, Iraq's second-largest city, as many as 133 women were killed last year -- 79 for alleged violations of Islamic teachings and 47 in honor killings, according to the UN's Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs.
